EcoPro wants to recruit farmers from the
neighbourhood to enable the application

of urine and compost in agriculture.
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10 out of 48 UDDTs are used regularly and
maintained well.

Earliest adopters - Children (5to 10 years).
Fecal compost from four households has
been collected and used in orchard, rice
fields. (Yield/HH= 300kg)

16 houses supplied with plastic cans for
urine collection. In other households,
urine is used directly in the garden or
simply drained into the ground.

Field trial by local paddy farmer willing to

use ecosan products.
